Foundations to Common Core Math I students will develop a deep understanding of mathematical concepts and use mathematical ways of thinking to solve real-world problems in order to prepare students for the Common Core Math I course. The learning objectives for this course are organized by concepts—such as algebra, number & quantity, statistics and probability and functions —that students will learn throughout the semester. These concepts build on what students learned in grade eight and move toward greater depth of knowledge and skills throughout high school.  Students will be expected to describe and translate among graphic, algebraic, numeric, tabular, and relations and use those representations to solve problems. 
I am committed to helping you succeed in this classroom and you all have the ability to accomplish great things.  You will have to work extremely hard and you will constantly be challenged.  That being said, I am always here for you.  You will find that I am a strict and rigorous yet fair teacher who cares greatly for my students. · Formal Assignments (Unit Tests, major quizzes, projects, etc.) – 70% 

· Formal Assessments will be announced in advance in order for students to prepare.  If a student receives a D or F they have the opportunity to retake Unit Tests and quizzes. In order to retake an exam, students must have their original test signed by a parent/guardian, attend at least one tutoring session, and complete all homework assignments for the designated unit. Retakes must be done after school.
· Informal Assignments – 30% 

· Warm-Ups: Every class period, there will be a warm up which will be graded.
· Class work: Everyday, students will complete independent work from the material which was covered in class. Students will be graded on their completion of this work. 
· Homework: will be given frequently and may include weekends and school breaks. Late homework will result in a reduction of grade (see Late Work below). In order to receive full credit on homework all work must be shown and physically in the classroom during homework check.  
· Tutorials – I will have tutorial sessions on an as-needed basis after school.  Students must notify me in advance if they wish to stay after school for assistance and have their own transportation.  Look for a letter and/or announcements for the start of the school-wide tutoring program to sign up for bus transportation.   
· Late Work – If you forget to turn in an assignment on time, you will receive a 10 point deduction for every day that your work is late, up to 50 points off. 

CLASS WEBSITE:  Please visit my website (http://www.cmooremath.weebly.com ) for important class information and announcements.  The website can be used to keep you updated on the happenings in the classroom as well as active student assignments. I will update the website with the guided notes and flipcharts from class. While notes can be opened on any computer with Microsoft Word, flipcharts can only be accessed on school computers, so please plan accordingly. I hope this website can be used to effectively communicate with parents and students, as well as provide resources for success in Foundations to Math I this year!  Please check the website regularly for important information on my contact information, attendance and tardy policies, extended day tutoring, grading policy, retest information, and online resources.
POWERSCHOOL:  Parents will have the ability to access their students’ grades with a password.  For more information, please contact a guidance counselor.  It is highly recommended that parents check their students’ grades on a regular basis.  Parents may request conferences at any point.
ATTENDANCE:  West Meck abides by a strict attendance policy.  Any student who misses more than ten days of a given class will fail the class, regardless of the student’s grade.  If a student does miss more than ten days, he or she must complete recovery hours by attending extended day tutorials.
BINDERS AND PENCILS:  All students are expected to keep their binders up to date and organized.  Each assignment students will receive will be numbered so that notes can be kept in order.  Each binder should have three dividers with tabs labeled “My Progress”, “Do Nows and Homework”, and “Notes and Worksheets”.  Students are expected to bring their binders to and from school every day and I will conduct at least one binder check (either announced or unannounced) per quarter.  Students are responsible for any missed work.  Any time a student misses class, he or she can find a blank copy of the notes in the “Guided Notes Binder” and must copy the notes from a classmate or look on the class website.  This binder can be used for other classes.  

As responsible high school students, each student is expected to come to class prepared and with a sharpened pencil.  Students may want to bring more than one pencil to class everyday.  If the student does not have a pencil, they must ask a teammate for a pencil during the first 5 minutes of class.  Teammates will support each other by offering one of their extra pencils.  If a student needs to ask me for a pencil, I will give him/her one and the entire team will lose one team point.  This is the only time a team can lose a point.

BEHAVIOR:  
We have four very simple rules in this class.  The rules are put in place for two main reasons.  First, they are essential in order to make sure that every student feels supported, valued, and safe.  Second, they allow our class to optimize our learning time and reach our big goals.
